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About the Ed Evans Foundation
Ed was diagnosed with a Brain Tumour in 2003 whilst training to be Royal Navy Diver. The tumour was inoperable but Ed underwent two brain operations, radiotherapy and two courses of chemotherapy. He had regular scans to monitor his tumour and it was shortly after one of these scans that he began to think about showing his appreciation for all the help and support that he had received. It was from here that The Ed Evans Foundation was started. Since 2006 we have raised over £105,000 for Cancer Research Wales and Brain Tumour UK. Sadly Ed lost his battle on 6th October 2007, he was 27 years old. It was Ed’s wish that his friends and family continue the good work that he started and so we continue to go from strength to strength. As well as giving to Cancer Research Wales and BTUK, Ed wanted to support other local charities and individuals. 

Funding

The Ed Evans Foundation funding committee which includes the Trustees of the Foundation looks at each application individually and one – off grants/purchases/donations of up to £500 may be awarded.

What we will fund

Each application will be considered individually and all decisions will be at the discretion of the Foundation.

What we will refuse to fund?
The Foundation will not fund debts, items that have already been purchased, repeat applications or applications to modify/adapt houses. The Foundation retains the right to refuse any application it considers unsuitable.
Your application will need to include
Valid quotations, no older than 3 months as at the date of the application are to be included if the application is for the funding of an item. Additional quotations may be sought by the committee     
If the application is for a contribution we will still need quotations for the full costs.
Your Health care professional must fill in the relevant section in the forms.

Decisions on Applications
A decision on applications will normally be made within 6 weeks.
